Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

As | write this, | can look out of my office window and see a clas§'of 3
graders in the courtyard with the MVPS lower school science teacher, Mary
Cantwell. The reason that they have my attention is that they are lined up
neatly, each with a 2 liter bottle of Diet Coke on the ground in front of them.
Affixed to the mouth of each bottle is something that looks like a test tube
that is open at both ends. Near the end closest to the bottle, there is a tootl
pick inserted through two tiny holes, bisecting the tube. This toothpick,
when removed, will allow about eight Mentos (a sugary mint candy) to slide
down into the Diet Coke bottle and that immediately will be followed by a
twelve to twentyfive foot geyser of soda pop shooting back up out of the
bottle, through the tube, and into the sky. In previous classes, only about 1
ounces of Diet Coke remains in the bottle. It is quite a remarkable thing to
see and has managed to divert my attention all day. (see photo on page 7)

Mrs. Cantwell is a great teacher and the children love her class and
learn so much because it is about experiencing the subject, not just reading
about it. Today they have learned that the experiment works best with nam
brand Diet Coke as opposed to generic brands or other types of soft drinks
and that the results are less impressive with fruit flavored Mentos. The rea-
son for that is that the mint ones, when viewed under a microscope, show a
surface that is covered with tiny nooks and crannies while the fruity ones ar
smooth. The greater surface area on the mints allows for more chemical re
action and the nooks are perfect for attracting the carbon bubbles that form
instantly in them. | suppose that we could learn this just from having some-
one telling us, but doing it and witnessing it firsthand makes the information
more memorable and the study of it much more interesting.

This educational theory does not just apply to science. When we nc
only read the Bible, but put it under the microscope of histecicatal
study, discuss it with others, and experiment with ways to put those words
into action in the world, it not only changes the world to the glory of God,
but makes those words more real in our lives and indelible in our memories
And when we expose the entire surf
let it into every nook and cranny of our being, the practical
